Useful Information for Daily Life 

  

The LED lamp bulb is a new 

type  of  energy-saving  light 

bulb. It has advantages such 

as ñlonger duration of life,ò 

ñless power consumptionò with ñless 

thermal reactionò compared with the 

filament bulb (ordinary light bulb) or 

the fluorescent bulb; but it is òstill ex-

pensive,ò which is a disadvantage. 

However, since it has a long duration of 

life requiring less power, its cost would 

be less expensive than the fluorescent 

or  filament  bulb  if  used  for  40000 

hours, which is the duration limit of the 

LED bulb. The attachment part of an 

LED bulb is the same as a filament bulb 

socket;  however,  unlike  the  filament 

bulb, the side and the back of the LED 

bulb is dark, so you will need to pay 

due attention to its shape and the in-

tended purpose.
